Global statistik*

Under 2021 dokumenterade Amnesty 579 avrattningar i 18 lander, en 6kning
med 20 procent jamfort med foregaende ar. Det ar det nast lagsta antalet
avrattningar som Amnesty sedan atminstone 2010.

Flest avrattningar utfordes i Kina, foljt av Iran, Egypten, Saudiarabien och Syrien

Kina ar fortsattningsvis varldens ledande avrattare — men omfattningen av
landets verkliga anvandning av dodsstraffet ar okand, eftersom den datan ar
hemligstamplad. Den globala statistiken for avrattningar och dédsdomar
inkluderar darfor inte de tusentals manniskor som Amnesty misstanker har
démts till déden och avrittats i Kina.?

Siffror for Nordkorea och Vietnam, dar avrattningar tros vara utbredda, ar inte
heller inkluderade i den globala statistiken for avrattningar, eftersom
hemlighetsmakeriet och bristen pa oberoende information gjort det omojligt
att bedoma utvecklingen.

Bland de 579 manniskor som vi vet avrattades under 2021 var 24 kvinnor (4%),
i foljande lander: Egypten (8), Iran (14), Saudiarabien (1) och USA (1).

Under 2021 aterupptog Belarus, Japan och Forenade arabemiraten
avrattningar. Indien, Qatar och Taiwan genomférde avrattningar under 2020,
men for 2021 har Amnesty inte dokumenterat nagra i dessa lander.

Iran avrattade atminstone 314 manniskor (en 6kning med 28 procent jamfort
med 2020), deras hogsta antal sedan 2017

Dokumenterade avrattningar i Saudiarabien steg kraftigt, fran 27 till 65, vilket
ar en 6kning med 140 procent.

Trots dessa 6kningar var den totala siffran for avrattningar globalt under 2021
den nast lagsta siffran som Amnesty uppmatt sedan atminstone 2010. For
andra aret i rad var antalet lander som vi vet genomfort avrattningar det lagsta
organisationen uppmatt. 2019, 2020 och 2021 dokumenterade Amnesty 657,
483 respektive 579 avrattningar.

| juli 2021 antog Sierra Leones parlament enhalligt en lag som avskaffar
dodsstraffet. Kazakstan antog liknande lagstiftning i december, som tradde i
kraft i ar. Papua Nya Guinea inledde en nationell konsultationsprocess om
dodsstraffet, vilket ledde till att man antog lagstiftning for dodsstraffets
avskaffande i januari 2022, som annu inte tratt i kraft. Regeringen i Malaysia
meddelade att man kommer att lagga fram reformer av lagstiftningen for
dodsstraff under 2022 ars tredje kvartal.

Fram till slutet av 2021 hade fler dn tva tredjedelar av varldens lander avskaffat
dodsstraffet i lag eller praxis. 108 lander, en majoritet av varldens lander, har
avskaffat dodsstraffet i lagstiftningen for alla brott, och 144 lander har avskaffat
det i antingen lagstiftning eller praxis. 55 lander har fortfarande kvar
dodsstraffet.

Dodsdomar omvandlades och dodsdomda benadades i 19 lander:
Bangladesh, Botswana, Kongo-Kinshasa, Guyana, Indien, Indonesien, Iran,
Malaysia, Myanmar, Pakistan, Sierra Leone, Sydsudan, Taiwan, Thailand,
Trinidad & Tobago, Forenade arabemiraten, USA, Zambia och Zimbabwe.

Sju dodsdomda manniskor frikandes i fyra lander: Bahrain (1), Kenya (1), USA
(2) och Zambia (3).

2052 déodsdomar delades ut i 56 lander, en 6kning med 39 procent fran
atminstone 1477 dédsdomar i 54 lander under 2020.

Etiopien, Guyana, Maldiverna, Oman, Tanzania och Uganda delade aterigen ut
dodsdomar under 2021, efter att inte ha gjort det under 2020. Det motsatta
gallde for Bahrain, Komorerna, Laos och Niger.

| slutet av 2021 fanns atminstone 28 670 dédsdémda manniskor i varlden. 82
procent av dessa kdanda fall aterfanns i nio lander: Irak (8000+), Pakistan
(3800+), Nigeria (3036+), USA (2382), Bangladesh (1800+), Malaysia (1359),
Vietnam (1200+), Algeriet (1000+) och Sri Lanka (1000+).

Foljande avrattningsmetoder anvandes runt om i varlden under 2021:
halshuggning, hiangning, giftinjektion och arkebusering.



Fyra manniskor avrattades for brott som begicks nar de var under 18 ar gamla:
i Iran (3) och Jemen (1). Amnesty erfar att fler personer i denna kategori sitter
dédsdomda i Maldiverna, Myanmar och Iran.

Atminstone 134 avrittningar for drogrelaterade brott ska ha utforts i tva lander
(Kina och Iran), vilket ar en 6kning med 346 procent fran 2020 (30). Ingen
information fanns tillgdnglig for Vietnam, dar sadana avrattningar ocksa hogst
sannolikt utforts.

Doédsdomar har ocksa delats ut efter rattsprocesser som inte natt upp till
internationella standarder for rattvis rattegang i lander som Algeriet,
Bangladesh, Kamerun, Egypten, Iran, Myanmar, Nigeria, Pakistan,
Saudiarabien, Somalia, Singapore och Jemen.

REGIONAL ANALYS

Amerikaregionen
Alla 11 kdnda avrattningar i regionen under 2021 agde rum i USA. Resten av
Amerikaregionen forblev fri fran avrattningar for det 13:e aret i rad.

25 nya doédsdomar delades ut i tre [ander: USA, Guyana och Trinidad &
Tobago.

Virginia blev den 23:e delstaten i USA, och den forsta sodra delstaten, att
avskaffa dodsstraffet. For tredje aret i rad valde dven Ohio att senareldgga eller
pausa alla planerade avrattningar. Den nya amerikanska regeringen inforde ett
tillfalligt moratorium for federala avrattningar i juli. 2021 var aret med lagst
antal avrattningar i USA sedan 1988.

Asien och Stillahavsomradet
Amnesty noterade avrattningar i fem lander — Bangladesh, Kina, Japan,
Nordkorea och Vietnam — det |agsta antalet pa mer an tva decennier.

Atminstone 819 nya dédsdomar delades ut i 16 linder, en 6kning med 58
procent jamfort med 2020 (517), vilket framfor allt beror pa okningar i



Bangladesh, Indien, Myanmar, Pakistan och Vietnam.

Efter ett uppehall pa 24 manader avrattade Japan tre manniskor. For andra aret
i rad rapporterade Pakistan inga avrattningar, och forbjod aven dodsstraffet for
dem som diagnostiserats med allvarliga mentala (psyko-sociala)
funktionshinder. Thailand fortsatte att omvandla dodsdomar till andra straff.

Filippinerna minskade hotet om ett aterinférande av dodsstraffet efter att tre
av dess foresprakare i senaten meddelade att de skulle motsatta sig ett sddant
forslag.

Aven om Singapore, fér andra aret i rad, inte genomférde nagra avrittningar,
aterupptog landet avrattningar under 2022.

Europa och Centralasien
Amnesty noterade en avrattning och en ny dédsdom, bada i Belarus, som
forblir det enda landet i regionen som utfor avrattningar.

Kazakstan antog lagstiftning som avskaffar dodsstraffet for alla brott.

Armenien anslot sig till ett internationellt fordrag for avskaffandet av
dodsstraffet.

Ryssland och Tajikistan fortsatte att folja officiella moratorium pa avrattningar.

Mellanéstern och Nordafrika

520 avrattningar agde rum i sju lander — Egypten, Iran, Irak, Saudiarabien,
Syrien, Forenade arabemiraten och Jemen — en 6kning med 19 procent fran
2020.

Antalet dokumenterade avrattningar i Irak mer an halverades, fran 45 till 17,
men detta kan ocksa varit resultatet av att processen for godkannandet av
dodsdomar saktat ner till foljd av de politiska omvalvningar som paverkade
staten under stora delar av aret.

En massavrattning av 24 manniskor i Syrien, i oktober 2021, gjorde landet till



den femte storsta avrattaren under 2021, baserat pa kanda fall.

Atminstone 834 nya dédsdomar delades ut i 17 ldnder, en uppgang med 32
procent med kraftiga 6kningar i Egypten, Irak och Libanon. Denna siffra speglar
inte de manga dédsdomar som tros ha delats ut i Iran.

Atminstone 356 manniskor domdes till doden i egyptiska domstolar under
2021, en 6kning med 34 procent och darmed det hogsta antalet dodsdomar
som Amnesty kunde dokumentera i ett enskilt land under 2021.

Afrika s6der om Sahara

Antalet avrattningar, fordelade pa tre lander, mer dan fordubblades till 33, som
ett resultat av 6kningar i Somalia och Sydsudan. Aven Botswana genomférde
avrattningar.

Atminstone 373 nya dédsdomar delades ut i 19 linder, en 6kning med 22
procent till foljd av kraftiga uppgangar i Kongo-Kinshasa och Mauretanien.

| juli 2021 antog parlamentet i Sierra Leone enhalligt en lag som avskaffade
dodsstraffet for alla brott. | Centralafrikanska republiken och Ghana inledde
lagstiftare processer, som fortfarande pagar, for att avskaffa dodsstraffet.

Atminstone 5843 manniskor lever som dédsdémda, varav 52 procent i Nigeria.
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Global figures®

4 Amnesty International reports only on executions, death sentences and other aspects of the use of the death penalty, where there is
reasonable confirmation. In many countries governments do not publish information on their use of the death penalty. Therefore, for many
countries, Amnesty International’s figures on the use of the death penalty are minimum figures. The true overall figures are often likely to
be higher.



Amnesty International recorded 579 executions in 18 countries in 2021, an increase
of 20% from the 483 recorded in 2020. This figure represents the second lowest number
of executions recorded by Amnesty International since at least 2010.°

Most known executions took place in China, Iran, Egypt, Saudi Arabia and Syria - in
that order.

China remained the world’s leading executioner — but the true extent of its use of the
death penalty is unknown as this data is classified as a state secret; the global figures for
executions and death sentences therefore exclude the thousands of people that Amnesty
International believes to have been sentenced to death and executed in China.®

Figures for North Korea and Viet Nam, which are believed to have extensively resorted to
executions, were also not included in the global executions figure, as secrecy and lack of
access to independent information made it impossible to assess trends.

Amnesty International recorded 24 women among the 579 people known to have been
executed in 2021 (4%), in the following countries: Egypt (8), Iran (14), Saudi Arabia (1)
and USA (1).

Belarus, Japan and UAE resumed executions. Amnesty International did not record any
executions in India, Qatar and Taiwan, having done so in 2020.

Iran executed at least 314 people (up from at least 246 in 2020), their highest number of
executions since 2017, reversing year-on-year declines since then.

Recorded executions in Saudi Arahia rose sharply, from 27 to 65, an increase of 140%
percent.

Despite these increases, the 2021 global executions figure constitutes the second-lowest
figure recorded by Amnesty International since at least 2010. For the second consecutive

® The total number of executions reported for 2021 is the second-lowest figure, after 2020, that Amnesty International has recorded since
at least 2010. 2021 represents one of the lowest figures that Amnesty International has recorded in any given year since it began its
monitoring of the use of the death penalty in 1979. However, changes in access to information, configuration of countries and
methodology over the decades make it challenging to accurately compare this figure over a longer period.

% 1n 2009 Amnesty International stopped publishing its estimated figures on the use of the death penalty in China, a decision that reflected
concerns about how the Chinese authorities misrepresented Amnesty International’s numbers. Amnesty International always made clear
that the figures it was able to publish on China were significantly lower than the reality because of the restrictions on access to
information. China has yet to publish any figures on the death penalty; however, available information indicates that each year thousands
of people are executed and sentenced to death.



year, the number of countries known to have executed people was the lowest the
organization has recorded. In 2019, 2020 and 2021 Amnesty International recorded 657,
483 and 519 executions respectively.

In July, Sierra Leone’s parliament unanimously adopted an Act which abolishes the death
penalty for all crimes. Kazakhstan adopted legislation in December abolishing the death
penalty for all crimes, which came into effect this year. Papua New Guinea embarked on a
national consultation on the death penalty, which resulted in the adoption of an abolition
Bill in January 2022, still to come into force. The Government of Malaysia announced that
it would table legislative reforms on the death penalty in the third quarter of 2022.

At the end of 2021, more than two thirds of the world’s countries had abolished the death
penalty in law or practice. 108 countries, a majority of the world’s states, had abolished the
death penalty in law for all crimes and 144 countries had abolished the death penalty in law
or practice. 55 countries still retained the death penalty.

Amnesty International recorded commutations or pardons of death sentences in 19
countries: Bangladesh, Botswana, Democratic Republic of the Congo, Guyana, India,
Indonesia, Iran, Malaysia, Myanmar, Pakistan, Sierra Leone, South Sudan, Taiwan, Thailand,
Trinidad and Tobago, UAE, USA, Zambia and Zimbabwe.

Amnesty International recorded seven exonerations of people under sentence of death in
four countries: Bahrain (1), Kenya (1), USA (2) and Zambia (3).

Amnesty International recorded 2,052 death sentences imposed in 56 countries, up 39%
from at least 1,477 in 54 countries in 2020.

Ethiopia, Guyana, Maldives, Oman, Tanzania, and Uganda handed down death
sentences having not done so in 2020, while the reverse was true of Bahrain, Comoros,
Laos and Niger.

At the end of 2021, at least 28,670 people were known to be under sentence of death. Nine
countries held 82% of the known totals: Iraq (8,000+), Pakistan (3,800+), Nigeria
(3,036+), USA (2,382), Bangladesh (1,800+), Malaysia (1,359), Viet Nam (1,200+), Algeria
(1,000+), Sri Lanka (1,000+).

The following methods of execution were used across the world in 2021: beheading,



hanging, lethal injection and shooting.

Four people were executed for crimes that occurred when they were below 18 years of
age: in Iran (3) and Yemen (1). Amnesty International believes that other people in this
category remained on death row in Maldives, Myanmar and Iran.

At least 134 executions for drug-related offences were known to have been carried out in
two countries (China and Iran), an increase of 346% from 2020 (30). Information on Viet
Nam, which is very likely to have carried out such executions, was unavailable.

Death sentences were known to have been imposed after proceedings that did not meet
international fair trial standards in countries including Algeria, Bangladesh, Gameroon,
Egypt, Iran, Myanmar, Nigeria, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, Somalia, Singapore and
Yemen.

Regional Analysis

Americas

All 11 of the recorded executions in 2021 took place in the USA. The rest of the Americas
region remained execution-free for the 13th consecutive year.

25 new death sentences were handed down in three countries: USA, Guyana and Trinidad
& Tohago.

Virginia became the 23rd abolitionist state in the USA and first southern state to have
abolished the death penalty. For the third consecutive year, Ohio rescheduled or halted all
set executions.

The new US administration also established a temporary moratorium on federal executions
in July. 2021 marked the lowest number of executions in the US since 1988.

Asia-Pacific

Amnesty International recorded executions in five countries—Bangladesh, China, Japan,
North Korea and Viet Nam—the lowest number in more than two decades.



At least 819 new death sentences were handed down in 16 countries, a rise of 58%
compared to 2020 (517), largely linked to increases in Bangladesh, India, Myanmar,
Pakistan and Viet Nam.

After a hiatus of 24 months, Japan hanged three people. For the second consecutive year,
Pakistan reported no executions and also prohibited the use of the death penalty on those
diagnosed with severe mental (psycho-social) disabilities. Thailand continued to commute
death sentences.

The threat of reintroduction of the death penalty in the Philippines diminished as three of
its proponents in the Senate announced they would oppose any such move.

Although Singapore reported no executions for the second consecutive year, the country
has resumed executions in 2022.

Europe and Central Asia

Amnesty International recorded one execution and one new death sentence, both in
Belarus, which remains the only country in the region carrying out executions.

Kazakhstan signed into law a bill abolishing the death penalty for all crimes.

Armenia became a state party to a key international treaty on abolition of the death
penalty.

The Russian Federation and Tajikistan continued to observe moratoriums on executions.

Middle East and North Africa

520 executions were recorded in seven countries—Egypt, Iran, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Syria,
United Arab Emirates and Yemen — an increase of 19% on 2020.

Recorded executions in Iraq more than halved, from 45 to 17, though this may have been
the result of a slowdown in the executive approvals of death sentences due to the political



turmoil that the state was in for much of the year.

A mass execution of 24 people in Syria in October made the country the fifth biggest
recorded executor in 2021.

There were at least 834 new death sentences in 17 countries, a jump of 32%, with sharp
increases in Egypt, Iraq and Lebanon. This figure does not reflect the many death sentences
that were believed to have been imposed in Iran.

At least 356 people were sentenced to death by Egyptian courts in 2021, a rise of 34% and
the highest number of death sentences that Amnesty International was able to record
worldwide in 2021.

Sub-Saharan Africa

The number of executions, recorded in 3 countries, more than doubled to 33, as a result of
rises in Somalia and South Sudan. The other country to carry out executions was
Botswana.

At least 373 new death sentences were handed down in 19 countries, an increase of 22%,
due to sharp rises in the Democratic Republic of the Congo and Mauritania, and
despite a significant drop in Zambia.

In July, Sierra Leone’s parliament unanimously adopted an Act which abolishes the death
penalty for all crimes. In Gentral African Republic and Ghana, legislative processes to
abolish the death penalty were started and remain ongoing.

At least 5,843 people were held under a sentence of death, with Nigeria holding 52% of
them (at least 3,036).
